“It’s not 

my problem.” If you’re too shy to face the bully yourself, then you should at least be brave enough to report the incident to 

a teacher as soon as possible. And you should also be willing to stand up for the victim even when others do not. 

Perhaps schools can pay more 

a___52___ to students’ mental health since scientists have found bullies are nearly twice as likely to have mental health 

problems.
