Fishing in Snow

From hill to hill, no bird in flight;

From path to path, no man in sight.

A lonely fisherman afloat

Is fishing snow in a lonely boat.

Liu’s poem begins with a lifeless winter scene. The first two lines show the world is
covered with snow. It is so cold outside that there are neither birds nor people. The coldness
is a metaphor( LL i) for the troubles he was facing. As an official, Liu Zongyuan took part in
some political reforms(ELJH 24 ), but they failed. He was sent to a poor and faraway place.
He felt depressed and lonely. The “lonely fisherman” in the final lines refers to Liu himself.
But he was not afraid of the coldness or his troubles and didn’t give in to the hard
environment, just like the fisherman. The poem gives us a kind of experience, trying to enjoy
loneliness. And we can also feel the poet’s strong belief toward the up and down life.

With Qingming Day’s arrival on April 5th, perhaps now is a good time to talk about
something we don’t often like to talk about: death.

I once saw a big funeral parade (ZE4LJi#17 )in the street with music and dancing in New
Orleans, US. “That’s what we do here. A funeral is a celebration of a person’s life,” one of
the locals told me. Years later, my good friend, who was a funny person, died. I made a funny
speech to remember him.

In Mexico, there is also a festival called the Day of the Dead, which looks at death with
joy and even humor. On the Day of the Dead, families will put candles and the favorite foods
of their passed ones by their burial places. People also walk on the streets with wooden masks

(R#|HE) . It’s a time for black humor, too. Toys and foods are made into skulls (%)
and skeleton (‘H24%) shapes to show a fun way of honoring the dead.
