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Food documentaries are meeting the needs of a growing number of people in China. The viewers of them are
attracted more by the food culture behind rather than wonderful plots (Ji]1%) | lively performances or beautiful
music in other programs. While most focus on ( 5 ££ T-) popular restaurants or well-known cooks in cities,
director Wang Shengzhi chooses a different way in his food documentary Taste of Home—he turns to people’s
kitchens in small towns.

“Eating is to repair oneself. If you go to a busy restaurant and order several dishes, it can’t fix you.” Wang

says. “From time to time, I remember that when I was a child, eating was such a simple thing that brought me



great satisfaction. Why? Because food is made by families.”

Taste of Home was first shown through iQiyi and on Fujian South East TV on April 7, scoring 8.2 out of 10
on Douban so far. In each episode (%£) , it introduces two dishes from local families in villages. The viewers can
follow the food’s preparation and cooking while learning the stories of the families and the food.

“Most of the food documentaries like to show something eye-catching. However, when cooking in a home
kitchen, it’s not usual to see great skills of cooking. I want to record something simpler, just one dish and one
bowl of rice. It shows viewers, especially the young generations ({{;) , that eating is a simple thing.” Wang
explains.

Wang also shows that there is not a right or wrong way to cook, as the way to cook can differ from family to
family, but one thing they all have in common is that they are made with love.

Theater is a vital part of a city’s public cultural infrastructure, its relationship with the city reflects the links
between culture and society in general.

Apart from the government officials of Taicang city, important members of the Silk Road International
League of Theaters from Asia, Europe and the Mediterranean region will also join the forum, together they will
pitch in their thoughts on the interactive relations between theater and city, and how the two can achieve mutual
development.

Taicang is not only a city that boasts a long history and a rich traditional culture, it was the departure port for
the central government’s grain supply in the Yuan Dynasty (1271-1368), as well as a logistics hub for overseas
trade. Taicang Port was where Zheng He (1371-1435), the great Chinese navigator and explorer, started his
voyages to the Indian Ocean during the Ming Dynasty (1368-1644). Today, over 80 shipping routes along the
Yangtze River are connected to Taicang Port, making it a transit hub for domestic trade. The port also possesses
25 near-sea shipping routes that connect to countries and regions along the 21st Century Maritime Silk Road.

Initiated by the China Arts and Entertainment Group, the Silk Road International League of Theaters serves
as a large multinational platform for performing arts, which aims to promote culture exchanges and improve
artistic levels. By November last year, the organization had 130 members from 45 countries and regions across the

world.
