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Abstract:By discussing and explaining the personality differences in Chinese and

western cultural backgrounds, it is conducive to promoting the sinicization of personal
ity research and enhancing mutual understanding.First, the differences in the
definition of personality between China and the west fundamentally reflect the
differences in culture. Secondly, it can be seen from the historical comparison
between Chinese and western studies on culture and personality that there are many
parts of western culture and personality studies that are worthy of our reference, and
many parts that are not suitable for Chinese culture, which has a strong guiding
significance for the sinicization of personality studies.
