Finally, it
puts forward a proposal to further improve the effectiveness of grassroots community
governance and recommendations for Enhancing the Strength of Party Organizations
within Urban Communities through the construction of the "five functions", with a
view to providing useful reference for urban community party organisations to
enhance their organisational function.
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
