In the 1930s, various literature camps stepped onto the stage of history with different
gestures of speech."Lunyu School" was one of the literary schools. In this period of the
same historical situation, the intellectuals used newspapers, publications and other forms
to speak from their respective positions. "Discourse" as the aggregation and construction
of textual meaning, discourse analysis requires in-depth discourse practice to restore.
Such a discourse practice involves practice subject, practice form, practice content and so
on. With Lunyu as the first publication, "Lunyu School" helps it to form a unique
discourse space in the context of the Times by virtue of its unique "construction" function.
The founding of Lunyu provided conditions for those intellectuals who advocate leisurely
and comfortable, natural disposition and intelligence and humor to "make their own
voice". Lunyu is a useful supplement to contemporary literature. Its practice in the
discourse of leisurely and comfortable, natural disposition and intelligence and humor,
enrich the discourse itself. Such "discourse", on the one hand, was a rebuttal of LuXun's
dagger-and-lance style writing; on the other hand, it was a reference and absorption of
Chinese classical literature and western art theories.

The study on the construction of discourse of Lunyu magazine, from the perspective
of the occurrence, construction and value of Lunyu, in order to explore the discourse space
constructed by Lunyu and the dialogue relationship of the Times. The first chapter
discusses the occurrence of "discourse" in the Lunyu magazine, from three aspects: social
context, speech group and practice, discusses the historical environment and literary
context of the occurrence of "discourse", the practitioners of "discourse" and the concrete
forms of practice, and how Lunyu achieves its self-realization and development step by
step in the concrete process of practice. The second chapter discusses the living space of
the discourse practice of The Lumyu magazine, puts the discourse practice in the
corresponding background of the Times, probes into the connotation behind several
discourse forms of Lunyu and the correlation and dialogue between the themes of the
Times. Chapter three discusses the dilemma and value of discourse construction in The
Lunyu magazine. The discourse space constructed by Lunyu, on the one hand, inherited
the consciousness of enlightenment and salvation in the discourse system since the late
Qing Dynasty; on the other hand, was committed to building a free discourse platform,
showing a kind of leisure resistance and containing the introspection spirit of the literati.
Lunyu stuck with ideological independence and personality freedom, constantly breaks
through itself in the face of difficulties in the context of the Times, reflecting the
characteristics of inopportune and tenacious growth. The thesis tries to understand the
value of discourse construction in Lunyu by discussing the above problems.
