Guiding students reading method is one of the ways to realize effective reading
teaching. Modern prose is the emphasis and difficulty of Chinese reading teaching in
junior high school. Guiding students reading method of modern prose is helpful to
improve teachers' teaching level of modern prose and students' reading ability of modern
prose. However, in the present modern prose teaching, teachers' reading method guidance
lacks specific and effective implementation strategies, and there are also some problems
in the guidance process. Based on this, this paper analyzes the problems existing in the
guidance of reading method in the teaching of modern prose in junior high school, and
puts forward measures to solve these problems, providing some strategies for Chinese
teachers to guide the reading method, as well as suggestions for improving the strategies,
hoping to help Chinese teachers to improve the effectiveness of reading method guidance
in the teaching of modern prose in junior high school.

This paper mainly uses the literature analysis method and case study method, in
order of raising question - analyzing problem - solving problem to carry out research, it
mainly includes the following parts:

The introduction mainly includes research background, research review, research
methods and so on.

The first chapter summarizes the elements of reading method guidance of modern
prose in junior high school. First of all, it summarizes modern prose from its connotation,
extension, classification and characteristics, and then summarizes the reading method and
reading method guidance; Secondly, it analyzes the necessity of guiding modern prose
reading methods from teaching, it is to complete the requirements of curriculum standards
for teachers, and it is to optimize the requirements of reading psychology for students;
Finally, it elaborates relevant theories and three theoretical bases of reading psychology,
activity-based teaching and task-driven teaching are expounded to provide methodology
and theoretical support for the strategic exploration in the following paper.

The second chapter analyzes the current situation of reading method guidance in

modern prose teaching in junior high school. Through the analysis of 80 cases of reading
method guidance in 25 sections of modern prose reading teaching, it is found that
although teachers have the consciousness of reading method guidance in modern prose
teaching in junior middle school, there are the following problems in the specific
implementation process: First, the guidance ignores the stylistic of modern prose; Second,
the guidance ignores students subjectivity; Third, the guiding mode is confined to the
tradition; Fourth, the guiding process is incomplete.

The third chapter puts forward the strategy of guiding reading methods in the
teaching of modern prose in junior high school. In view of the existing problems in the
guidance of reading method, this paper puts forward four directions of guidance strategies
based on relevant theories: First, grasp the stylistic characteristics of modern prose and
give targeted guidance; Second, pay attention to the psychology of reading and give
purposeful guidance; Third, design teaching activities and enrich guidance methods;

Fourth, set teaching tasks and improve the guidance process.
